* U.S. citizen or FAFSA-eligible non-citizen (e.g. legal permanent resident)

* Printed copy of high school transcript and minimum 1030 composite SAT score (or 20 composite ACT score)

* Two letters of recommendation from teachers, counselors, or other professionals

* Copy of 2021-2022 Student Aid Report (SAR) from the FAFSA (www.fafsa.gov)

* Completed scholarship application and essay

* Virtual interview with the Wentcher Foundation Scholarship Committee on Friday, March 26, 2021
(an appointment will be scheduled if you are selected to participate).

Not all applicants will be selected for an interview.
Applications will be considered based on academic merit, character, and financial need.
